Wallcoverings exploitation
and recommendations for dry cleaning

Our wallcoverings are made of delicate materials with hand production techniques and manual
labor.

Like any natural materials our wallcoverings are exposed to external influences and require care-
ful exploitation.

I. To prolong life of textile wallcoverings we recommend to additionally protect them with water
and dirt-repellent coating. A special formula forms the thinnest invisible barrier and protects
wallcoverings from penetration of liquids, including colored ones (water, cherry juice, coffee,
wine, soy sauce, etc.).

This coating can be applied both at the stage of production of wallcoverings and after they
are installed on walls. It begins its active action 24 hours after being applied.

Il. To remove dust you can carefully use a vacuum cleaner (operating mode “low speed”). This is
relevant for situations where dry cleaning is carried out regularly. If dust has been accumulating
for over six months, we recommend to contact a professional dry cleaning service.

lll. In case of stains on the wallcoverings we do not recommend trying to eliminate them on
one’s own. We recommend to engage a professional dry cleaning service.

Dry cleaners identify nature of the stain (liquids, chemicals, greasy stains, etc.). If stains can be
removed, dry cleaners select effective patented chemical compositions to achieve result.

If you try to remove stains on you own, even with the most natural and gentle means, there are
great risks that the “source” of the stain will penetrate into the inner layers of wallcoverings and
then it will be impossible to eliminate it. For example a soap may leave a halo around the stain,
which will look like a new stain.

There are types of stains that cannot be eliminated by dry cleaning: for example, rust, traces
of charring, traces of oil paint, etc.

The cost of work depends on the degree of complexity and the size of the pollution. For refer-
ence: to remove a small spot measuring 1 cm takes up to 1 hour.

IV. In case of any mechanical damage caused to wallcoverings, please, address us to assess
the complexity of the restoration / complete replacement of the canvas and the amount of mate-
rial that will be needed for this.
